It has been our experience at MHTA that presenters who are viewed as an “expert” on a topic are very well received; however, presenters viewed as doing a sales pitch are usually not successful in gaining business from this type of event.

· Presentation must be reviewed five (5) days prior to presentation by the MHTA staff/committee.

· Presenter is responsible for bringing handouts of presentation.

· Presenter will give copy of PowerPoint presentation to post on MHTA website

· MHTA does not provide a list of attendees due to Board policy, but presenter may do a business card drawing/giveaway to encourage people to leave their cards.
