>> Cimarron reached San Francisco 1 April 1942 and sailed the next day with the task force bound for the first air raid on Tokyo 18 April. With USS Sabine (AO-25), they fueled the Fleet at sea before and after (Doolittle's B-25 Raid) ...<< 

>>The 16 B-25s were craned aboard at Alameda, and the ship headed west two days later. Well into the Pacific on 12 April, the Hornet task group rendezvoused with Halsey’s Enterprise and her screen several hundred miles north of Midway. “The Big E’s” aircraft would conduct most of the scouting and combat air patrol until the Army bombers were launched, as the Hornet’s deck was necessarily locked.<< See: http://www.usni.org/magazines/proceedings/story.asp?STORY_ID=138
